TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR THE TRANSPORTATION OF MARKFED PRODUCTS FROM MARKFED CANNERIES CHUHARWALI TO VARIOUS STATIONS.

1. The E-Tender shall be opened in the presence of the transporter, who may wish to be present.
2. The e-tender shall be received as per two bid system i.e. TECHNICAL BID & FINANCIAL BID. The financial bid of only those bidders, who qualify in the technical bid shall be opened. 
3. No conditional bid will be accepted. If the date of opening of price bids happens to be holiday then the bids will be opened on the next working day without giving any separate notice.
4. The rates quoted should be inclusive of all taxes (i.e. GST, Income tax and toll tax etc.) Any increase in the taxes by the Govt. of India during pendency of this contract or any fringe tax imposed by any State/ Center Govt. will be borne by the Transport contractor. Intra/interstate taxes and toll taxes if any will be borne by the transporter.
5. Rates should be quoted from Markfed Canneries, Chuharwali to various stations (per consignment) as list of stations is attached.

6. Rates shall be valid and irrevocable for 21 days from the date of opening of tender.

7.  The earnest money of Rs.20,000/- should be deposited online only. Tenders without   earnest money are liable to be rejected. Earnest Money (EMD) of the successful candidate shall be adjusted against the security amount. The successful tenderer will have to deposit security amount of Rs.50,000/-within seven days from the acceptance of offer, which will be retained by Markfed till the completion of the contract period. The earnest money of Rs.20,000/- can be adjusted by the successful tenderer while depositing the security. This security amount shall be liable to be forfeited in case of non-execution of this contract.

8.  No interest shall be paid on Earnest Money Deposit / Security amount.
9. The bidder should have valid PAN No., GST No.
10. The transporter shall strictly obey with the rules and regulations framed by state/central Govt. the transporter with not violate the instructions of e-tripping issued by State/Central Govt. from time to time and he shall be responsible for violation of the same including financial consequences thereof.

11. The contract will be for a period of one year from the date of issue of award letter (i.e. 01.12.2022 to 30.11.2023). This contract can be extended for a period of three months at the discretion of Markfed. If the performance of transporter is not found satisfactory the contract can be terminated at any time by giving one month notice.

12. The transport contractor will ensure that the vehicles supplied to Markfed are in sound and road worthy condition, so that our goods are transported safely and timely without interruption. Further truck supplied must be passed up to required quantity of loading.

13. The transport contractor shall be responsible for any theft or loss of the goods due to accident or any other reason once the vehicle loaded with Markfed goods, leaves the premises of Markfed Canneries, Chuharwali Jalandhar. This loss will be recovered from his bills, or from the security deposit.

14. The freight payment will be released on monthly basis through RTGS/NEFT only against proper bill to be raised by the transport contractor duly supported by all the G.T.R’s in original and receipt of goods. The acknowledgement of receipt of material i.e. G.T.R should be submitted by transport contractor to Markfed Canneries within seven days from the date of dispatch.
15. The transport contractor will be responsible to provide Markfed the required number of trucks/tempos as per Markfed requirement immediately on receipt of indent via telephonically or by email. In the event of non-supply of vehicles as per our requirement, Markfed shall reserve the right to hire the same from the open market at the risk and cost of transporter. In case of continuous non supply of the vehicles, the contract will be terminated and security will forfeited and work will be done from the another party” and difference of freight will be debited and recovered from the security deposited by  transporter.
16. In case of soya nuggets consignment, we required 9MT of truck for load of 5MT soya nuggets because soya nuggets are fluffy in nature.
17. Markfed reserves the right to accept/reject any or all the bids without assigning any reason.
18. The contractor shall deposit the GST and will issue tax invoice as per performa prescribed in GST Act in the name of Markfed Canneries. The payment of GST amount shall be released to the contractor only when the input credit is made available to the Markfed Canneries in the GST Portal.
19. Security shall be released only after completion of successful contract.
20. Corrigendum/addendum/ corrections if any will be published on the website only.
21. The department shall not be responsible if it is not possible to upload/submit the tender online due to any fault or malfunctioning of the internet/e-tender site.
22. The party will raise invoices for the service provided to Markfed, at Markfed Canneries, Jalandhar. Markfed reserves the right to release the payment of GST mentioned in the supply invoices only post matching of the invoices in the GSTIN system. This shall be ensured by the transporter that the invoice raised by him during a month is approximately reported in the GST returns of the said month. The party shall ensure that the invoice to be raised with Markfed is complete with the provisions of the GST Law and contains the requisite details in an accurate manner for claiming ITC by Markfed. Markfed reserves the right to claim from the party any amount of tax, interest, penalty and litigation cost, if any, that may be incurred/accrue in future due to GST reporting/compliance mistake(s) on part of the party.
23. All Taxes will be deducted as per the applicable rules in compliance of statutory provision. 

24. Successful tenderer shall execute an agreement with Markfed Canneries on non-judicial Stamp Paper worth Rs.300/- within ten days from the date of issue of award letter.  Violation of any terms & conditions of this contract shall result in the forfeiture of security and payable bills of the supplier.
25.  All the disputes and differences arising out of or in any manner touching or concerning the agreement whatsoever, shall be referred to the sole arbitration of an arbitrator to be appointed by the SPA/Markfed from the panel of the independent Arbitrators. The second party will have no objection to the appointment of the arbitrator from the panel of the independent Arbitrator maintained by SPA/Markfed, which is in consonance with the 7th schedule of the Arbitrators & conciliation Act, 1996. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties to the contract. In the event of death of an Arbitrator or his being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reasons, the SPA/Markfed concerned at the time of such transfer, vacation of office, death or inability, shall appoint another person to act as Arbitrator. Subject as aforesaid, the arbitration & conciliation Act, 1996 (as amended in 2015) or any statutory re-enactment or modifications thereof shall apply to the arbitration provided under this clause. The fee of the Arbitrator so appointed shall be governed by the terms and conditions of the Markfed.
